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“0A man with leprosy came to him and

begged him on his knees, "If you are
willing, you can make me clean.”

Every time | read about someone with leprosy in the Scripture, | can't help but feel sorry for
them. Imagine suffering from a skin disease that completely changes your life. Imagine having
to leave your family. Imagine having to leave your town. Imagine having no one want to touch
you or be around you because of a condition you have no control over. Imagine having to yell:
"unclean, unclean" to let everyone know you were in the area. That's the condition of the man

we encounter in Mark 1:40-45. The Scripture says the man, "begged Jesus on his knees,". He
just wanted to be made clean. He just wanted to get his life back. He just wanted to be viewed
as a normal person in the eyes of those around him. Yes, he had leprosy, but he was a human
being with leprosy. We may not know exactly what it was like to have leprosy during the time
of Jesus, but we do know how people behave when it comes to the thought of COVID. You
can't hardly sneeze, cough, or clear your throat in public right now without getting the, "Death
Stare". If you have allergies you might as well yell, "Unclean, Unclean" to let people know you
are coming. But | hope that we never forget that those who are dealing with COVID are people.
Those who are having to quarantine because of contact tracing are human. | hope we never fail
to show the compassion that Jesus showed the leper. Yes, we are dealing with a virus. But more
important than that, we are dealing with human beings. Show compassion. Show love. Treat
people the way you want to be treated.
